PLANNING COMMISSION PASSES MCBRIDE HOMES PROPOSAL FOR 112 

CONDOS ON SOUTH OUTER 40 AT WOODS MILL.  WILL THERE BE A FUTURE 

RESOLUTION TO CHANGE THE CITYôS NAME FROM TOWN AND COUNTRY TO 

TOWN AND CONDOS?  On Wednesday September 18 there was a Rezoning Matter 

and public hearing for 8 buildings with 14 condos in each building to replace the mostly 

vacant 10-acre retail strip center in front of the P&Z Commission.  

 

The meeting was kicked off by Jean Aumiller of McBride Home, who was far more than 

just positive about this proposal, she claimed to be EXCITED. 

 

ñIôm EXCITED about this fabulous property,ò she said.  Next she said, ñI so EXCITED 

about the feedback we got.ò 

 

 Aumiller all excited 

 

Aumillerôs slide show was nothing but super positiveéhere is an example: 
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Here is the existing 10 acre site: 

 

 
 

The new condos of 14 condos in each of the 4-story eight buildings will between 1,800 

and 2,000 square feet with 3-bedrooms and 2 İ baths.  Each building will have an 

elevator and stairs.  This led to Commissioner Granville White to ask if there would be 

emergency generators for the elevators in each building in case of a power failure so 

people with disabilities from walking issues to bad hearts to people with bags of 

groceries could get to their condos. The answer was a clear ñNO!ò  McBride clearly NOT 

looking out for the welfare of residents. 
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Proposed restaurant and retail 
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Also condo owners would have to pay monthly fees for landscaping work and building 

maintenance.  The amount was not mentioned but clearly would not be cheap. 

 

Every condo owner would get one underground garage parking space.  The first five 

owners would have an option of buying a second space. 

 

I was there partially to hear people against the project.  I was out of luck.  Early on it 

was clear that this would pass the Planning Commission unlike the Maryville University 

proposed 3,000 seat sports center and two four story dorms, retail and a parking garage 

then there was the McBride planned subdivision of 3-story town style homes.  

 

McBride also has pledge $100,000 for a sidewalk to go south along Woods Mill Road to 

the next two subdivisions. 

 

Aumiller kept repeating herself mentioning how condo owners could dine on their large 

balconies and watch people enjoying the green space, the lake and kids kicking a ball. 

Here are some of the comments from commissioners before the vote:

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ñLooking at this site, I wouldnôt want anything like it elsewhere.ò

ñAs Yogi Berra says, this is D®j¨ vu all over again.  I recommend approval.ò 

 

Julie Steurer of Cedar Field Ct: 

 

ñThis is over the moon!ò 

 

Chairman Cima responded saying he has never heard anyone call a project ñOver the 

moonò before. 

 

Both Rothmel and Steurer also sent letters approving of the proposal. 

 

The vote was 8-0 to approve the plans even without the generators for elevators in 

power outages.

No video.  The City on its website has video of Aldermanic Meetings, normally with the 

camera set up by City Clerk Ashley McNamara.  This would have been a very good 

meeting to have on video.  When I mentioned this to City Administrator Bob Shelton he 

said that Ashley needs a night off.  Apparently Shelton is inferring that setting up a 

camera and audio is too difficult for any other city employee.  I disagree. 

 

TOWN SQUARE COST:  At the end of the year residents of Town & Country will being 

getting hit with the first property tax in 26 years.  Meaning everyone should look at the 

original cost overrun and continue monthly cost of former Mayor/Cigarette Lobbyist Jon 
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Daltonôs Town Square on Clayton Road.  The project came in $5,000,000 over budget 

and racks up about $100,000 in bills every year. Here are the costs paid for by the 

Alderpersons in September:
